Cub Scouts belong to small groups of 6-10 same-age boys called “Dens”. Dens generally meet every other week.  Additionally, all the dens (in USR) come together for “Pack” meetings once a month (generally the first Friday).  Pack meetings are family events where parents and other siblings are welcome and encouraged to participate.

This is a great way for parents to become more involved with their sons.  Cub Scouting is open to boys in first through fifth grade.  First graders attend all scouting activities accompanied by an adult partner.  Older scouts (2nd – 5th graders) meet as a den under the supervision of trained parent volunteers, with the parents helping (about 5 hours/year) to plan and organize a meeting or event for the Pack.  

Boys may start the program in any grade!!

The registration fee is $125 if received by May 31st or $125 afterwards.
